Questions & Answers

GROUP LIFE INSURANCE PROGRAM

QUESTION:  What are the requirements for being covered under the AME Zion Church Life Insurance Program?
ANSWER:  After having served ten (10) years as a “Pastor in Charge”, pastors become eligible for “Death Benefits”. 

QUESTION:  How do I enroll in the AME Zion Church’s Life Insurance program? 
ANSWER:  You must complete a CENSUS DATA & BENEFICIARY DESIGNATION FORM and submit it to the ZBS office.  ZBS office will use data receive to secure coverage from a designated insurance carrier.

QUESTION:  What happens in the event of my death and I’m not enrolled in the program. 
ANSWER:  Death Benefits are only paid from proceeds of claims submitted to insurance carrier for pastors who are enrolled under Church’s policy with designated carrier.

QUESTION:  How much am I insured for?
ANSWER:  Lump Sum Death Benefit is payable as follows:
 USA - If age of pastor at date of death is 69 and under payment amount is $10,000.00 but if 70 and older the amount is $3,000.00.  OVERSEAS – Amount equivalent to $1,000.00 if death occurs before age 70 and $500 after age 70.  

QUESTION:  Since I’m an active pastor with less than ten years service, should I submit a CENSUS DATA & BENEFICIARY FORM to the ZBS office? 
ANSWER:  Yes.  ZBS office will monitor your years of service and at the appropriate time enroll you into the Life Insurance program.

QUESTION:  Where can I obtain a CENSUS DATA & BENEFICIARY DESIGNATION FORM?
